CROOKED LAKE TOWNSHIP—MONTHLY MTG.—Jan. 12, 2012

The Meeting was called to order and the Pledge of Allegiance was given.

MOTION SCHAUMBURG, 2ND THYEN TO APPROVE THE DEC. 8, 2011 MINUTES WITH THE FOLLOWING WORDING CORRECTIONS:

Two door pumper request to read: Motion Williams, 2nd Glass to approve the request for bids on 2 door pumper apparatus.  Motion carried.

The word signs to be added to the statement reading discussed proposed draft for Township roads.

Typo corrected to make sentence read: The D.N.R. is no longer providing an outhouse on the Washburn Lake nature ski trail.  Motion carried.

The Treasurer’s report showed a bank balance of $195,865.42.

Discussed proposed draft for Township road signs.

MOTION SCHAUMBURG, 2ND THYEN TO APPOINT ROD SCHLOESSER TOWNSHIP BOARD CHAIRMAN FOR 2012.  Motion carried.

MOTION SCHAUMBURG, 2ND THYEN FOR ALL REMAINING POSITIONS TO REMAIN THE SAME FOR 2012.  Motion carried.

Discussed Roger Old’s health problems and the possibility that he will no longer be able to continue with his Township job.  Schloesser suggested to him to write a letter of resignation to the Township if things don’t work out for him 

The Clerk reported various options available with Roger’s P.E.R.A. coverage.

Nicholas Usherwood was interested in the Township grading operator position.  He presented the Board with his qualifications.  The Town Board provided information on what the position entails including wages, hours etc.

Brian Olds stated that all positions on the Fire Dept. remain the same for 2012.

Discussed job descriptions to be worked on.

MOTION THYEN, 2ND GLASS TO HIRE NICHOLAS USHERWOOD AS A PART TIME BACK UP AT THE SAME WAGES AS ROGER OLDS WHICH IS $18.48 PER HOUR.  Motion carried.

Discussed pictures taken at of the Township pile of class 5 at the gravel pit.  The pictures showed that 10 yds of class 5 had been removed.

MOTION SCHAUMBURG, 2ND SCHLOESSER TO BILL CASS COUNTY CONSTRUCTION $8.00 PER YARD FOR 10 YDS. OF MATERIAL.  Motion carried.

Discussed logs placed along the Township Road know as Birch Bay Road.  The Township had removed them with the backhoe.

Discussed Peninsula Road project.

Discussed Township road signs,

MOTION THYEN, 2ND SCHAUMBURG TO ADOPT THE CROOKED LAKE TOWNSHIP ROAD SIGN INVENTORY, RETRO-REFLECTIVITY COMPLIANCE EVALUATION, AND REPLACEMENT POLICY.  Motion carried.

Discussed replacement of road signs and Township roads involving wetlands.

A committee of Williams, Thyen and Schaumburg was set up to provide recommendations for upgrading of Township roads.

Discussed the no passing zones on Highway 6 south and north of Outing.

MOTION SCHAUMBURG, 2ND SCHLOESSER TO PREPARE A LETTER TO SEND TO MN. DOT. IN REGARD TO SUGGESTING EXTENSION OF THE NO PASSING ZONES ON HIGHWAY 6 SOUTH OF OUTING AND NORTH OF OUTING.  Motion carried.

Discussed the annual pick up of trash in Crooked Lake Township that Township residents can bring to the Canister Station.

Discussed unauthorized dumping of old electronics including TVs and computers.

Schaumburg provided the Board with information regarding fire trucks and equipment.  Many Fire Depts. use a schedule to replace fire trucks periodically and it appears there are many trucks that might be worth looking at.

Quotes are being worked on for park buildings and toilets.

The warming house has been completed.

People required to do and complete community service was discussed.  The Township has one individual.  It was suggested that they sign a volunteer service statement and agreement, which holds the Township harmless for any injury to them on their property and for injury or damage resulting from their own negligence.

Discussed speed signs that are still being worked on.

The Township credit card will be canceled and debt card obtained.

Roads have been sanded at stop signs where school bus is involved.

Brad Nelson will plow snow for Crooked Lake Township.

Beulah Township will donate $5,000 when Crooked Lake Township Volunteer Fire Dept. gets a new pumper.

Discussed computer annual service package.

New purchasing agreement is being worked on through the State of Minnesota.

The Clerk will supply a list of account numbers to the Supervisors.

Audit report to Mn. Assn. of Townships is due Jan. 31, 2012.
