Treasurer Report:  Beginning balance $509,723.13 plus receipts $11,063.94 – disbursements $76,618.71(outstanding checks $250.00) = ending balance $444,418.36, which balances to the bank.  May claim added 05/10/19 to City of Crosby License Bureau for $619.62 (Board approved 05/09/19).
CLVFD Report:  Purchased 4 frames for certificates for Instructor 1 and Officer 1, pumper training 06/11, cleaned out EMS building for clean-up day, submitted 1st half payroll.  Calls:  med. assist -5, fire-1.
OQR Report: 4 medical calls.  Training: auto-extrication with CLVFD, recognition of AAA, Pit Crew CPR, Drowning with CRMC, cardiac, trauma with North Helicopter.
Received quote from Honsa Surveying as per sign policy to give professional recommendations.  MOTION BENNINGTON, 2ND GLASS TO ACCEPT HONSA QUOTE ESTIMATE OF $2700 TO REVIEW TOWNSHIP ROAD SIGNS.  ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION CARRIED.
Ryan Huettl discussed DNR requirement regarding signage on some snowmobile trails.  Need this designation, otherwise snowmobile traffic must ride opposite sides of road.  MOTION GLASS, 2ND DONNAY TO ALLOW EMILY OUTING  SNOWBIRDS SNOWMOBILE CLUB DESIGNATE TRAILS/REQUEST FOR TWO WAY DAY/NIGHT SNOWMOBILE PERMITS FOR TOWNSHIP ROADS ALONG THE WEST SIDE OF WOODS BAY ROAD FROM THE TOWN HALL FOR NINE TENTHS OF A MILE BEFORE TURNING INTO THE WOODS, ALONG THE EAST SIDE OF SOUTH LAWRENCE LAKE ROAD FOR ABOUT 1.4 MILES AND ON THE NORTH SIDE OF LAKE ANDRUS ROAD FROM ANDRUS LAKE TRAIL TO COUNTY ROAD 155 (ABOUT ONE EIGHT MILE).  ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION CARRIED.
Perry May, President of Over The Hills Gang ATV Club gave some statistics regarding increases in ATV traffic in recent years, with good economic results to area, but also citizen concerns as to dust, noise, speed and poor riding behavior.  In regards to dust control, club has paid for calcium chloride application.  In regards to other concerns, have Trail Ambassador monitoring, which cannot enforce regulations, but can educate riders.  The Sunset Hill Rd connection is currently the main trail connection in Outing from ATV riders coming north on Hwy. 6 ditch to the Moose River Trail to the north.  In the next 2 years, the Emily Blind Lake Trail is set to open which would increase traffic.  Club wishes to put speed/safety signs on Sunset Hill Road with higher visibility.  Township has concerns with adding these signs.  Over The Hills ATV Club to submit efforts to pursue education to riders to help this situation.
Table Region Five discussion on sign/bench/bike rack and discuss with Kathryn Hachey.
Township needs correct language at annual meeting to accept donations from Chamber and paying community event bills. Road and Equipment Report:   beaver dam broken on S. Lawrence Lake Road, got sweeper for skid loader, W. Leavitt Road washed out, need to put in new culvert – currently marked with cones, Class 5 on S. Lake Lawrence Rd. and Peninsula Road done, calcium chloride applied.  Bennington and Usherwood met with Jim Johnson/Thunder Lake Supervisor in 2018 regarding collapsed culvert #2 on Fehr’s Rd.  Repair was made to make road passable, but TL indicated they’d look into replacing the culvert.  They are again questioning the damage, Bennington/Usherwood to meet with Johnson.  Johnson reports damage to culvert #1, Bennington/Usherwood to look into this one.
